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Silvana Merello’s pictures consist of wide color areas interacting through clear borders. These encounters suggest
that even dissimilar features may include harmony. In this sense, the canvas becomes a life experience. Shades act
as boundaries that talk rather than fight. Hues seem to dye the surface, while translucent touches reveal the personal
world hidden behind. Life, art and poetry blend into the image. Furthermore, several symbols placed near the center
seem to represent the traces of a story that has left indelible marks. They give proof of the countless decisions we
have to make. Once again, the abstract language of painting is able to demonstrate the universal nature of feelings.
Ethics is the truth of aesthetics, as the Russian-American artist Mark Rothko has pointed out: “I am interested only
in expressing basic human emotions: tragedy, ecstasy and destiny. If you are moved only by the color relationships
then you miss the point.”
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
